· Triplet 

· Quatrain 

· Preposition Poem in the shape of a car

· 1 Traditional Haiku

· Combo Poem “Me” Similes and Metaphors

· One Free Choice poem

· I Can’t Write A Poem

If you would like to include more poems of your own creation, you are welcome to do so, but quality is more important than quantity.  

Each poem must be illustrated using watercolors, colored pencils, pen and ink, or any other medium you choose. The design can be figurative or abstract, but it should enhance the poem visually.  The poems will be assessed using a rubric.
